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Guide of international observers 2021

When [ work as an observer, | must keep the following things in mind:-
1- Compliance with the local laws in force and the regulations issued by the Commission.

2- Refrain from carrying a weapon or behaving in an inappropriate or hostile manner.

3- Refrain from supporting or showing bias towards any political party or candidate competing
in the elections.

4- Refrain from accepting gifts or services from any political party or candidate.

5- Refrain from interfering in any way with the activities of the Commission, political parties,
citizens, or any political matter in the country.

6- Implementing my work in a peaceful manner and respect for the role, status and powers
of the commission’s staff with regard to the registrants, voters, security officials and every
person participating in the elections.

7- Adhere to the rules and instructions issued by the IHEC accurately and abide by them
immediately, including any request to leave a specific area or location, prevent access to it, or
leave an electoral center.

8- Refrain from interfering with or obstructing the electoral process.

9- I carry the accreditation card to identify me as an election observer, display it clearly, and
present myself to the commission’s staff when entering the polling centers and

stations or any building affiliated with the commission.

10- Respecting the secrecy of the ballot, including not entering the voting booth.

11- Refrain from contacting voters to avoid influencing their voting orientation.

12 - Refrain from any attempt to provide any evidence or information to the participants in the
electoral process.

13- Verify that all the information I provide is based on a direct and main source and can be
verified, and collect, organize and prepare a clear, organized and unambiguous report.

14- Refrain from making any announcement or comment about the election results before the
official results are announced by the IHEC.
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Code of Conduct for Election Observers

To maintain a high level of professionalism and apply internationally recognized standards,
the activities of election observers are always governed by five general principles.

1- Respect for laws and regulations: Observers’ decision to abide by all laws in force in Iraq and
to respect them always and in all circumstances.

2- Certainty: the observers are honest and trustworthy when they are chosen by their
representatives.

3- Objectivity: It requires that the observers present any conclusions on the basis of an accurate
and thorough review of all relevant circumstances and facts.

4 - Independence: It requires that observers be free to make decisions without interference,
and to work within the limits of the rule of law.

5- Neutrality: All observersrecognize the interestand protection of the electoral process and the
basicvalues ofdemocracy, placingthem above any personal interests or political preferences.

All observers are required to familiarize themselves with the following list of codes of conduct
and undertake to abide by them:-

As one of the observers, | will always adhere to the correct work that is consistent with the
applicable laws, regulations and instructions issued by the IHEC in addition to relying on
objective facts, impartiality, and independence in my work represented in:

A- Closely monitor the electoral process and all its stages.

B - Contacting the officials of the Commission to obtain sufficient information on the electoral
process.

C - Sending a report to the Commission on any problem that occurs during the monitoring
process.

d- Entering and exiting the electoral centers freely without affecting the workflow.

e - Submit a comprehensive report on the electoral process to the monitoring team to which I
belong.

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Documents required to register the monitoring team:

Article 3 -

First -The international monitoring team shall submit to the Commission the following
documents:

A- An official authorization letter issued by the party wishing to monitor the electoral process,
in which the name of the authorized representative is mentioned, in addition copies of his
official documents (diplomatic identity or a copy of his or her passport).

B- A registration certificate issued by the NGO Department of the Council of Ministers if the
international team is registered as a foreign organization or has a branch inside Iraq

C- Copies of the registration forms (131 [ and 132 I ) after filling them out and sent via e-mail
or delivered by hand to the National Office or the office of the Kurdistan Region of Iraq

D- After the authorized team submits all the required documents, the IHEC’s employee will
give the international monitoring team a special approval number.

Second - Other international bodies are obligated to obtain the approval of the Iraqi Ministry of
Foreign Affairs or the Department of Foreign Relations in the Kurdistan Region to be approved

as an international monitoring team.

(No accredited international monitoring team and their observers may use any of the
Commission’s means, such as equipment, cars, or any other means).

Part four
(effective date)

- This system is effective from the date of its approval by the Board of Commissioners in / /

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Part three

(Terms and Obligations of International Observers)
Article (9):-

(For the accreditation of teams and their observers, it is required to sign and abide by the
observers’ code of conduct. The election observer teams are responsible for the compliance of
their observers with the rules of conduct, and the Commission has the right to withdraw the
registration or accreditation of a team or observer from among the election observers who
violate the rules of conduct).

Article (10):-

(The monitoring teams are obligated to inform their accredited observers of the regulations,
procedures and rules of conduct issued by the IHEC before starting any of their activities).
Article (11):-

(Each observer must sign his accreditation card upon receipt, and he must carry an additional
identification document bearing his personal photo to enable the IHEC’s staff to verify their
identities).

Article (12):-

(The international observer may not interfere in the electoral process or file a complaint about
it. He may inform the IHEC's staff of issues that occurred during his presence and he wants to
raise them in order to take the appropriate action regarding them).

Article (13):-

(Each international team registered with IHEC must provide support and costs associated with
the performance of its monitoring duties, such as training, transportation, communications,
housing and safety, and the IHEC must not be responsible for any of these costs).
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Article (5):-

(The Commission accredits the observer teams exclusively and does not depend on any
individual observer, and only observers who belong to a team accredited by the IHEC will be
allowed to observe).

Article (6):-

(The international monitoring teams are registered and approved in the national office, the
office of the Kurdistan Regional Electoral Office (KREO)or any other place specified by the
[HEC).

Article (7):-

(International monitoring teams are obliged to nominate an authorized representative in
accordance with an official letter to undertake the registration and accreditation
process).

Article (8):

First: The international observers may accompany the translators and security personnel
with them during the monitoring process to facilitate their work tasks in accordance with the
controls and procedures issued by the IHEC.

Second: The international security teams are not allowed to enter with their weapons the
polling center and stations.

Third: The Commission will issue procedures that regulate the process of registering and

approving the monitoring teams.
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Part One

Article (2)/ Definitions:
The Commission: The Independent High Electoral Commission.

The Board: The Board of Commissioners.
- The National Office: the headquarters of the Board of Commissioners and the Electoral
Administration

The Office of the Region Commission: - The IHEC’s Office for Electoral Administration in the
Kurdistan Region - Iraq (KREO)

International Monitoring Teams: Theyareinternational governmental bodies suchasdiplomatic
bodies (embassies and consulates) and non-governmental bodies such as associations and
other electoral organizations accredited by the IHEC.

Election observer: A person registered with the observer team, approved by the ITHEC to
monitor all stages of the electoral process on behalf of the authority that authorizes them .
Code of Conduct: - They are the behavioral controls issued by the IHEC that define the rights
and duties of the observation teams when they monitor the
electoral process in all its stages.
Part two

(Registration and accreditation of international observers)

Article (3):-

(The commission registers international teams to monitor all stages of the electoral process
after obtaining official approvals from the relevant authorities).

Article (4): The following bodies shall be approved:

First: Official international bodies such as embassies, consulates, international organizations
or their branches located inside Iraq.

Second: Foreign organizations or their officially registered branches in Irag.

Third: The Board of Commissioners may extend invitations to international organizations
specialized in electoral affairs for the purpose of monitoring the elections.
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Accreditation System for International Election Observers No. (1) for
the year / 2020

Based on the powers granted to the Board of Commissioners in Article (10) Clause (Eighth) of
the IHEC’S Law No. (31) of 2019, we decided to issue the following system:

Article (1) / Objectives of the system:

(This system aims to consolidate the foundations of democracy and enhance the role of the
electoral process partners by enabling the accredited international monitoring teams to see all
the details of the electoral process in all its stages to enhance the

The important role played by the international observer teams in legitimizing the elections and giving
them transparency and consistency with the desires that the voters aspire to conduct fair elections was
the main reason for granting the IHEC the authority to accredit and register international observers
in accordance with its Law No. 31 of 2019 ,the law of the Independent High Electoral Commission,
